UTILITY WORK  
Construction work is al-
ready underway by utility 
companies to relocate their 
underground lines in ad-
vance of the Brea Canyon 
Road Grade Separation 

WHAT  
The Alameda Corridor ï East Construction Authority (ACE) will begin construction on the Brea Canyon 
Road underpass at the railroad crossing in the cities of Industry and Diamond Bar (see computer 
rendering of completed underpass above).  A bridge will be built to carry trains over Brea Canyon Rd. 
which will be lowered beneath the existing railroad tracks.  The new roadway  will include pedestrian and 
motorist safety improvements and walkways with protective railing. Construction will require the full 
closure of Brea Canyon Rd. between Washington St.  and Spanish Ln.  for approximately 18  
months starting in Summer/Fall 2006  (see detour map on back).  Local access to businesses, 
residences, and the Metrolink Station will be maintained.  Through traffic will be detoured via Lemon Ave. 
or Grand Ave. for north-south travel and Valley Blvd. or Golden Springs Dr. for east-west travel. 

WHEN  

Major construction will commence in July 2006, with the road closure to follow in Summer/Fall 2006.  
Completion of construction is anticipated for late Summer 2008.  Most construction will occur weekdays 
between 7 a.m. and 4 p.m.  

WHERE 

Construction will be focused at the railroad crossing on Brea Canyon Rd. between Washington St. and 
Spanish Ln. in the cities of Industry and Diamond Bar.

PHASE 1 (SUMMER/FALL 
2006)*  

Major construction activities during Phase 
1 of the project include construction of a 
temporary access road to the Metrolink 
Station from Washington St. (see map at 
right) followed by the full closure of Brea 
Canyon Rd. between Spanish Lane and 
Washington St.  ACE will work to mitigate 
the impacts of the road closure.  Local ac-
cess from Brea Canyon Rd. to Washington 
St. will be maintained.  Through traffic will 
be diverted on Fairway Dr., Lemon Ave., 
Grand Ave., Colima Rd./Golden Springs 
Dr., and Valley Blvd. (see detour map).  
Temporary lane closures will be noticed in 
advance.  

PHASE 2 (WINTER 2007 -  
WINTER 2008)  

A railroad bridge will be built while Metro-
link and freight trains are routed on tem-
porary ñshooflyò detour tracks that will be 
constructed to the south of the existing 
tracks within the railroad right -of-way.  
Brea Canyon Rd. will be excavated and 
lowered beneath the bridge. Retaining 
walls will be constructed within the bridge 
area.  A pump station to remove water 
during rainstorms will be installed. Brea 
Canyon Rd. will be closed at Washington 
St. to build new retaining walls. Currier Rd. 
will be repaved and reopened to traffic.  

PHASE 3 (SPRING 2008 - 
SUMMER 2008)  

Trains will be routed back to the completed 
railroad bridge and dismantling of the shoo-
fly will begin.  Improvements will be made 
along Brea Canyon Rd. including construc-
tion of a pedestrian ramp. Pedestrian ramps 
along the north and south side of Brea Can-
yon Rd. will be built.  Landscaping and irri-
gation will be added.  Upon the completion 
of major construction, the Brea Canyon Rd. 
underpass will be opened to vehicle and 
pedestrian traffic.
