 WHAT 
Union Pacific freight trains are currently being diverted to a temporary detour track along the north side 
of Valley Boulevard between California Street and Puente Avenue, allowing the next major phase of 
construction activity to commence. Since the trains have moved onto the “shoofly” or detour track, 
underground work will continue for several months between the detour track and the businesses north of 
the tracks. The next major activity will involve the construction of embankment walls that will gradually 
elevate Union Pacific railroad tracks from immediately west of California Avenue to east of Puente Avenue 
with trains carried on bridges over Sunset and Orange Avenues. With the completion of the shoofly track 
and spur tracks to serve local industries, major construction activities will be visible as progress continues 
on the project. Upon project completion, traffic congestion, potential collisions with trains and noise from 
train horns from the mainline track will be eliminated.

Sunset and Orange Avenues will continue to be closed until Winter 2010, pending project completion.  
California and Puente Avenues are recommended detour routes. Access to businesses on California, 
Sunset, Orange and Nelson Avenues will remain open during construction. Valley Boulevard and Nelson 
Avenue will remain open. 
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 WHAT TO EXPECT 
Sunset and Orange Avenues will remain closed to pedestrian and vehicular through traffic at Valley 
Boulevard (see detour map below). The northernmost lane of Valley Boulevard will be closed for 
construction from California Avenue to Puente Avenue. At least two traffic lanes will remain open in 
each direction of Valley Boulevard. Access to local businesses will be maintained. Noise, dust and 
vibration will be monitored for compliance within applicable limits.  
 
Motorists and pedestrians are urged to obey posted signs and to exercise caution while in the vicinity 
of construction activity. Thank you for your patience and cooperation!
